After two years of hypersonic
upgrade shots and pushing the
envelope of test, Lt. Col. James
Jolliffe hands over his sled and
leaves for Wright Patterson Air
Force Base, Ohio where he will
manage the integration of the
Global Hawk Unmanned Aerial
Vehicle. Taking the keys from
Jolliffe is Lt. Col. Russell Kurtz.

Jolliffe said he has seen
some amazing additions since
first  arriving at  Holloman.
Since taking command, the
team has increased hypersonic
sled production, improved sur-
vey equipment, and developed
new faci l i t ies  for  the s led
launch team.

They were honored with sev-
eral awards, including Air Force
Materiel Command Chief Engi-
neer and Support awards and
Team Eglin awards in both ci-
vilian and military categories.

“Our most important recog-
nition, I think, is the Squadron
of the Year Award for 2002,”
Jolliffe said. “It recognized the
team spirit, professionalism, and
leadership of the people at all
levels, and the selflessness re-
quired to make a difference.”

Presiding over the ceremony
was Col. Joseph Zeis Jr., 46th

Test Group commander. Zeis
said the men and women of the
test track have pushed the en-
velope and taken technology to
new heights. Among those new
heights is the hypersonic up-
grade to 9,465 feet per second.

“In many ways, this track and
the 846th TS have led the way
into the 21st century,” Zeis said.
“Thanks to the outstanding
leadership of Jim Jolliffe over
the past two years, I have the
greatest confidence in the ca-
pabilities of the 846th Test
Squadron. I  could not be
prouder of their achievements,
their abilities, their image and
their future.”

Zeis said he knows the
squadron will stand ready to
serve the Air Force in bold new
areas of test and evaluation un-
der the leadership of Kurtz.

“We have an incredible mis-
sion,” said Kurtz. “As a little kid
I used to dream about this. I had
a huge rocket collection and ev-
ery week when I got my allow-
ance I would buy a new rocket.

“Now we design, build and
launch rocket sleds in order to
meet our customer’s require-
ments,” he said.

Kurtz attributed the success-
ful mission and bright future of
the team to its members.

“You are not only world
record holders, but you are
world class,” said Kurtz. “I look
forward to an exciting and chal-
lenging two years.”

More than 4,000 people are killed
each year in accidental fires.  Tens of
thousands more are injured, and dam-
age to property is in the billions of
dollars.

At Holloman, the risk of injury from
an accidental fire is always present, es-
pecially in the hot and dry 101+ criti-
cal days of summer.

“The problem comes primarily from
dry vegetation,” said Harvey Stevens,
49th Civil Engineer Fire Prevention
assistant chief.  “It doesn’t take much
to start a fire.”

A main cause of fires during the
summer is  barbecues,  said Robert
Moffitt, 49th CE Fire Prevention chief
fire inspector.  Grills should only be
used outdoors, not inside garages or
below overhangs.  Trapped heat can
cause a fire.

No matter where a person barbecues,
both coal and gas grills can be a fire
risk, Moffitt said.

“People who barbecue with coals
may think the fire is out and throw
them in the trash,” he said.  “Just that
little bit of heat will start a fire.”

To be safe, after the cookout char-
coal should be doused with water,
Moffitt said.  Water should not only
be used after cooking, but a garden
hose should be kept near the grill so a
fire can be put out at any time.

Even if the fire is put out, the fire
department should be called immedi-
ately.  They will check the area to make
sure it is safe.

Chi ldren  can  a lso  acc identa l ly
cause a fire by playing with matches,
Stevens said.

“Youngsters are curious,” he said.
“They see mom and dad do it and say,
‘I can do that too’.”

Children should be taught that light-
ers and matches are not toys, Moffitt
said.

In a recent incident, kids playing
with fire burned down a fence, Stevens
said. The damage totaled $2100, and
if the wind had been blowing the op-
posite direction, the children would
have been trapped and possibly in-
jured.

Indoor fires are also a threat during
the 101+ critical days of summer.

Don’t overload power outlets or lay
extension cords over heaters, Moffitt
said.

“Extension cords should be un-
rolled or all the heat builds up in one

area,” Moffitt said.  “They should be
used temporarily, not for 20 years.”

Putting cords under carpets and
hanging them over nails is also dan-
gerous, he said.  This will inevitably
break the wire and create a fire hazard.
Once the wire is damaged, it should
be replaced.

Although there are many ways for a
fire to start, home fires are most com-
monly started in the kitchen.  Stevens
offers advice for safe cooking.

“Keep a lid right beside you while
us ing  t he  s t ove ,”  S t evens  s a id .
“That’s the best extinguisher you can
have.”

If a pan fire starts, slide the lid
over it to stop the fire.  Throwing
water or flour on the fire can spread
the flames. If a fire starts to spread,
get out of the house and call the fire
depar tment  f rom a  safe  d is tance ,
Stevens said.

The fire prevention team recom-
mends having two escape plans. Chil-
dren should practice and know their
escape.  Make sure smoke detectors are
activated and the batteries are re-
placed twice a year.

“I would say the majority of things
happen because people think it won’t
happen to them,” Stevens said.  “One
in three people will have a fire, but
everyone is saying it’s not going to be
me.”

Make sure your home is safe by con-
ducting regular fire safety inspections.
Some Home Safety Checks:

• Avoid pan fires in the kitchen by
not overheating oils.

• Never leave a pot or pan unat-
tended during cooking.

• Dryer lint is highly combustible,
so keep the dryer filter clean at all
times.

• Make sure furniture, curtains
and bedding are located well away
from heat ing devices and heater
vents.

• Smoke alarms are required on
each level of the house.

• Do not overload circuits because
this can generate heat and start a
fire.

• Never reach across a flaming pan
to turn off the burner or elements. (Pot
handles should be turned inwards or
to the side to avoid spills or someone
accidentally knocking the pot off the
stove.)

• Never try to carry a burning pan
outside.

• Make sure plugs fit tightly into the

receptacles.

Flying the flag

Thank you for your call. By bringing this question to our attention, you
actually brought to light an issue within our Air Force Instructions,
which are now being corrected.

According to the Headquarters, Air Force Protocol, it’s appropriate
for flags to be flying at the same height, but none will fly higher than the flag of the
United States. When flags of two or more nations are displayed, they are to be flown
from separate staffs of the same height. The flags should also be equal in size, and
international usage prescribes the display of the flag of one nation equal to that of
another nation in time of peace.

Along with this, the flags will be displayed in a line, alphabetically, using the
English alphabet, with the Flag of the United States at its own right, the observer’s
left.

It is important to keep in mind that our air bases overseas aren’t required to fly the
U.S. Flag lower than the host nations. In fact, it is never appropriate for the U.S. Flag
to fly lower than any other national flag.

Everyday I drive past the German headquarters building and I
see their flag flying at the same height as ours. I always under-
stood that a foreign country’s flag is supposed to be flying lower
than the American Flag.
